Holland’s Landing – Flathead is being caught off the jetty. Bream & mullet are being caught in the boats and there is plenty of carp about too. 

Marlo— Only thing that there is to report is a bass was caught in the Brodribb weighing in at 1.75kg. Will have a full report next week when Jim gets back from holidays. 
Bemm River— Entrance remains closed. Bream & luderick are being caught in both the lake and river. Sandworm continues to be the best bait. Tailor have been trolled up down the channel. Better specimens have weighed in at over 3lb. Some good catches have been reported on the beach using pilchards & surf poppers even though there have been strong easterly winds.
